4. You must include SAT, ACT and/or THEA test scores. 

5. The application must be RECEIVED by April 1, 2012. 

6. If you receive one of the scholarships, it will be sent to the college of your choice 

in two (2) payments.  No scholarship money will be sent to the individual.

April 1, 2012.
